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The development of any housing project needs certain inputs such as availability of land, availabil-
ity of money and the cash flow, town planning to include the designs and services. Besides approval
and obtaining NOC'’s from competent authorities would be a major requirement before such a project
can be launched. In the case of Graceland Housing we were fortunate in having all inputs in place
within the first six months including NOC from DCO Attock and NHA. The development work was
awarded to Habib Rafiq (Pvt) Ltd. After initial planning and survey the development work started in
Sep/Oct 2005 but before it could be geared up it was stopped as we were told that NOC from Ministry
of Defence (MoD) have to be obtained before any work can proceed. From then onwards we kept
running from pillar to post, finally after a great deal of efforts the MoD issued The Gazette of Pakistan
Extraordinary on April 13, 2007 which laid down the basic rules for obtaining NOC from MoD.
Application with all required documents was submitted to MoD for the issuance of NOC. But here again
it was an uphill task which was negotiated with patience and forbearing. The MoD issued NOC to
Graceland Housing in March 2008.

The situation thus eased up considerably. We immediately moved Graceland Housing office to the
site area and focused our attention to the development work. This proved beneficial as the develop-
ment did speed up, but the momentum could not be sustained because of lack of cash flow. Inspite of
repeated request the majority members did not step forward to clear the dues. This did not help a
already bad situation as the Developer HRL has adopted a go slow tactics and is demanding further
payments and escalation charges which obviously cannot be paid because of lack of funds. We do
understand the dilemma being faced by the members. They would be willing to pay the dues provided
the market is conducive to selling and purchasing, but as the real estate market is in a slump followed
by economic recession such activities are dim for which Graceland Housing cannot be blamed alone.
The phenomenon is world wide but its impact on Pakistan is greater.

However redeeming feature is that the New Benazir International Airport is coming up fast with both
its runways nearing completion. It is expected that the Airport will become operational by December
2010. Also the economic wizards predict that the economic situation is likely to improve in the next six
months or so. Both these factors of Airport becoming operational and the reversal of economic situation
to the better are positive indicators that the real estate market is also likely to buzz with activity very
soon. Taking the clue from here we have made special plans to develop a certain portion of Sector ‘C’
and Sector ‘D’ on war footing to match the development of the Airport by mobilizing all resources at our
disposal and start handing over plots to members by December 2010. Thus fullfilly our promise and
obligation for all such members who would have paid in full by now. The plan does not stop here with
support of members it will continue with the same zeal and momentum and further areas in Sector ‘C’
and Sector ‘D’ shall be developed and plots handed over to the fresh fully paid members. This shall only
be possible if the members pay their dues and ensure sufficient cash flow. We in the management are
determined to deliver at all cost. We expect the same zeal enthusiasm and sentiments from our valued
members.
